4-H Online Enrollment: Start of the New 4-H Enrollment Year is October 1

The 4-H year begins October 1 and ends September 30. Youth who have reached their 5th birthday before
October 1 of the current 4-H year through youth who have not reached their 19th birthday before October 1 of
the current 4-H year are eligible to enroll in a 4-H club.
